Many of the majer supermarker chains have come under fire with accusations of
various unethical agts over the past decade. They've wasted toms of food, they've
underpaid their supplicrs, and they 've contribuled 10 cxcessive plaslic wasle in their
packaging, which has had its impact on our environment,

But supermarkets and grocers are starting to sit up and take noticeé. In response to
growing consumer backlash againgl the huge amounts of plasiic wasle generated by
plastic puckaging, somc ol the largest UK supermarkels have signed up 1o a pact
promising 1o transorm packaging and cul plastic wastage. In 4 pledge 1o reuse, recvele
or compost all plastic wastage bv 2025 supermarkets are now beginning to take some
responsibility for the part they play in contributing to the damage to our environment,
with one major supermarker announging their plan to eliminate all plastic packaging

in their own-brand products by 2023,

In response to criticisms over food waste, some supermarkets are donating some of
their food surplus. llowever, charities estimate that they are only accessing two per
cent of supermarkets’ total food surplus, so this hardly seems to be solving the
problem. Some say that supermarkets are simply not doing cnough. Most supcermarkets
operate under a veil ol scereey when asked [or exact ligures ol lood wastage, and
without more transparency it is hard to come up with a systematic approach to
avolding waste and (o redistributing surplus [ood.

Some smaller companics are now uking mallers mto their own hands and ollcring
consumers a greener, more environmentally friendly option. Shops like Berlin's
Original Unverpakt and Bulk Market are plastic-free shops that have opened in recent
years. encouraging customers to use their own containers or compostable hags. Online
grocer I'armdrop eliminates the need for large warehouses and the risk of huge food
surplus by delivering (resh produce rom local farmers Lo its customers on a daily basiy
via clectric cars, oflering larmersy the lion®s share of the retail price.

Today, a journalist is commonly perceived as someone who will do anyvthing to
acquire a story and rush it into the newsroom., But in the carly nincleenth century,
newspapers based their business on their local coverage. nol the timeliness ol their
news. The journalist Charles T. Congdon (clls ol onc cditor who rcluscd a journalisi’'s
request to visit a nearby town to report on a speech, saying., “Semebody will send us
something about it in two or three days.” Some newspapers printed on a different day
each week to fit in with the social life of the editor: others reduced the amount of news
they printed in a busy week. in case there was a shortage of news the following week.
Aparl [rom loeal storics. most othepmews was laken fom the pages of other papers.
Newspapers reported each other’s stories freely; news moved so slowly that there was
no danger that one paper would steal another’s storv and be on sale at the same time.
'The free exchange of information that resulted was beneficial'to all concerned, though
it meant that news was often days or weeks old by the time it reached its readers.

In addition, some of the larger newspapers had correspondents in foreign countrics
who would wrile in o report the Latest news [om distant cities. Their letiers ook
weceks o arrive, bul belore the establishment of a telegraph neiwork im the sccond hall
of the nineteenth ¢entury, there was no other way to send international news. It was
commonplace for fereign news to be weeks or months old by the time it appeared in
print.
