The ancient Egyptians worshipped many different gods, including the sun in different
aspects! Uhé'main sun god, Re, had his principal shrine at Heliopolis. Each city had its
own pantheon. or collection of gods. Thebes had Amon, Mut. and Khonsu: Memphis
had Ptah, Sekhmet, and Nefertum. The Egyptians believed that the world had been
created out of a watery waste called Nun, and that it appeared first as a kind of island.
On this island vegetation grew and birds and animals appeared.

Amon, the god of Thebes. became important in the New Kingdom. when Thebes
was the capital. Because the ancient Egyptians believed that the body must be
preserved for life after death. Osiris. one of the gods of the dead. also became
important. Worshipped with Osiris were his wife Isis and his son Horus. The worship
of these three gods spread throughout the Roman Empire, reaching even to Rome.

Most of the Egyptian gods were anthropomorphic, that is, they were shown in
human form. Others were always shown with the heads of birds or animals. These
were probably the masks worn by priests in the mystery plays performed in the
temples.

When a person died he was supposed to accompany the sun god Re in his boat over
the heavens. To the Egyptians this meant a heavenly Nile, since they could not
imagine any other sort of world. The after world was divided into 12 divisions.

PASSAGE 2:

Though the prophets have many \exXtraordinary aspects such as working miracles.
infallibility, dynamic leadership:unrivalled constructive achievements and incessant
struggle against ignorangce., polytheism and tyranny. they are, nevertheless. human
beings and have all the " human characteristics. Like others they eat, they sleep, they
walk, they have wivés and children and eventually they die. They are subject to all
human negds and requirements. They have to perform all those duties through which
they are enjoined upon others. The rules as to what is lawful and what is not, equally
apply to them.

In certain cases they have more religious duties to perform. For instance in the case
of the holy Prophet it was obligatory to keep vigil and offer prayers during the last
hours of night. In any case the prophets do not absolve themselves from any obligatory
act. Like others and even more than others they fear Allah. They perform more acts of
worship than others. They offer prayers. observe fast, perform pilgrimage and take part
in jihad. They pay zakat and work for the welfare of the other people. To earn their
livelihood they work and do not like to be a burden on others. The only difference
between the prophets and the other people is that the former receive revelation and
have the qualifications necessary to receive and preach the message of Allah.

Anyhow, these qualifications do not exclude them from the category of human
beings. Their personal and private life is not totally different from that of others. Had it
been different, it could not have become a model for others. Everybody interested in
his well-being is expected to mold his life according to that of the prophets. According
to the Qur'an if Allah were to send an angel as a prophet. he would have appeared in
human form and would have talked and lived like human beings.

PASSAGE 3:

In the 7th century. Arabic. immertalized in the language of the Qur'an, and Islam
became inseparable. As the'Muslim armies moved through North Africa, then through
the Iberian Peninsulaand castward, from the Arabian heartland. to the heart of Asia,
the tongue of the Arabs-as a part of the new religion. spread like wildfire. The masses
of newly-converted Muslims, in many cases, took as their own the idiom of the
conquering desert men. In a few decades. it became a leading world language and the
intellectnal medium which united most of the civilized world.

The spectacular conquests of the Arab armies made Arabic the language par
excellence of Islam and the Qur'an. and the only suitable tongue with which a Muslim
could approach God. No one who became a Muslim could escape, at least, some use of
Arabic. Neither Greek, Latin nor any other language ever attained world stature as did
classical Arabic—a language well-suited to interact with other idioms. Joel
Carmichael in his book The Shaping of the Arabs writes: "The possibilities in Arabic
for the use of figurative language are endless: its allusiveness, tropes and figures of
speech place it far beyond the reach of any other language... Arabic loses on
translation but all other languages gain on being translated into Arabic."

The enormous expanse of conquered territory. by far surpassing that of all the
ancient Semitic empires combined. gave Arabic a world stature. not attained by any
other language except. perhaps, English, in our time. By the eleventh century Arabic
was widely spoken and written by all cultivated Muslims from the heart of China to
the borders of France, displacing the old literary languages like Aramaic. Coptic,
Greek and Latin. It became the language of art. culture. the intellect, science and
