The Asian migration hypothesis is today supported by most of the scientific evidence.
The first "hard" data linking American Indians with Asians appeared in the 1980s with
the finding that Indians and northeast Asians share a common and distinctive pattern in
the arrangement of the teeth. But perhaps the most compelling support for the
hypothesis comes from genetic research. Studies comparing the DNA variation of
populations around the world consistently demonstrate the close genetic relationship of
the two populations, and recently geneticists studying a virus sequestered in the
kidneys of all humans found that the strain of virus carried by Navajos and, Japanese is
nearly identical, while that carried by Europeans and Africans is quite different.

Summers there were warm. winters Wweré-cold. dry and almost snow-free. This was a
perfect environment for largé manmimals—-mammoth and mastodon, bison, horse,
reindeer, camel, and saiga (a\goatlike antelope). Small bands of Stone Age hunter-
gatherers were attracted by these animal populations, which provided them not only
with food but with hides for clothing and shelter. dung for fuel, and bones for tools and
weapons. ;Accompanied by a husky-like species of dog, hunting bands gradually
moved ‘as far east as the Yukon River basin of northern Canada. where field
excavations have uncovered the fossilized jawbones of several dogs and bone tools
estimated to be about 27.000 vears old.
